During the weekend 01-02/07/2017 extremely high temperatures were
recorded all over Cyprus. Specifically on 1% of July the daily maximum
temperature of Pafos airport was 41.6°C. On 2" of July the daily
maximum temperature of Athalassa was 44.6°C, of Lemesos port was
41.4°C, of Paralimni was 41.9°C and of Prodromos was 36.7°C.

All the above maximum temperatures are extremes for July for the last
30 years. They are also the highest temperatures ever recorded for the
last 30 years, except the maximum temperature of Athalassa, which was
the second highest (first highest 45.6°C on 1 of August 2010).
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
