Hawthorn or

Single-Seed Hawthorn
Crataequs monogyna Jacq.

Deciduous, spreading shrub or tree up to 7 m high, with rugged, furrowed bark
and branches armed with spines. Leaves alternate, simple, lobed, ovate, oblong
or obovate, 2-5 x 1.3-5 cm, with 3-5(-7) lobes; petiole 1-3 cm long; stipules persis-
tent. Flowers hermaphrodite, 5-merous, heavy-scented, white (sometimes pink),
in terminal corymbs of 7-11 (or more) flowers. Flowering from April to May. Fruit
fleshy, ovoid, edible red pome but not as palatable as that of Crataegus azarolus,
up to 1 cm in diameter, crowned with the persistent sepals; walls of carpels stony;
pyrenes 1(-2). Fruits ripen from September to November. Low-demanding spe-
cies with beautiful flowers and striking red fruits that can be planted from 0 to
1,800 m. Propagated by seed and cuttings. In some cases germination may take
up to 18 months.

An indigenous species of Cyprus that occurs in the Akamas peninsula, Laona,
Vouni Panagias, Prodromos, Platres, Platania, Pera Pedi and elsewhere (300-1,800
m alt.). Occurs also in Europe and Western Asia.
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
