The Phoenician Juniper is an evergreen, aromatic, coniferous high shrub or
small tree up to 10 m high with dense and conical crown. The bark is grey-
brown or white-grey in ageing plants, peeling off in narrow strips. Leaves are
small, opposite, scale-like 1mm long, and in young plants needle-like. They are
generally very much alike to those of cypress from which is often
distinguishable only by its fruits. In Cyprus, it grows from sea level up to 500 m
altitude, generally not far from the coasts. It is a common element of the
maquis vegetation found in various coastal areas like Akamas Peninsula,
Pissouri, Episkopi, Akrotiri, Zygi, Mazotos, Akrotirion Pyla, Kavo Gkreko,
Salamina, Karpasia, Agios Ambrosios, Antifonitis and Kormakitis.
