Morris’ Squill is a bulbous perennial plant with milky-whi-
te, tinged lilac flowers. It is endemic to Cyprus, it grows on
moist, shaded banks and rock crevices, from 400-900 m,
altitude, and it is restricted only in two places of the Pafos
district. It flowers from March to April. The main threats for
this species are road construction and expansion of
human settlements and cultivations.

Cyprian Glory of the Snow is a bulbous perennial plant
with bright blue flowers. It is endemic to Cyprus. It grows
mainly in pine forest with moist ground, from 800 -1450 m
altitude and it is restricted in Troodos area. It flowers from
March to April. The main threats for this species are over-
collecting, road construction, forestry and touristic activi-
ties.

Cyprus Tulip is a bulbous perennial plant with a solitary,
dark, blood-red flower. It is endemic to Cyprus. πt grows in
Juniperus phoenicea maquis, cereal fields and pastures,
from 100 -300 m altitude, and it is restricted in the Akamas
peninsula and Myrtou - Kormakiti area. It flowers from
March to April. The main threats for this species are over-
collecting, expansion of human settlements and cultiva-
tions, overgrazing, road construction, touristic and military
activities.
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
