Cyprus Phlomis is a shrub up to 1,5 m high, with zygomorphic, yellow flowers, appearing from April to June. It is endemic to Cyprus and can be distinguished in two varieties, Phlomis cypria Post subsp. cypria which is restrict-
ed in the western part of Pentadaktylos range, from 150 - 800 m, and Phlomis cypria Post subsp. occidentalis (Meikle) Hand which occurs in Pafos Forest and the Akamas Peninsula, from 150 - 1000 m. The main threats for

this species are improvement and construction of roads, forestry activities and over-grazing.

Short-bractated Phlomis is a shrub up to 1,5 m high, with zygomorphic, rich yellow flowers, appearing from May to June. It is endemic to Cyprus and occurs on the south part of Troodos range and the east part of Pentadaktylos

range from 100 - 900 m. The main threat for this species is improvement and construction of roads.

Cordate-leaved origanum is an aro-
matic subshrub up to 60 cm high,
with ovate-cordate leaves and zygo-
morphic, white or pink flowers,
arranged in elongate, pendulous
spikes. It flowers from June to
August. It is endemic to Cyprus and
restricted in Roudias and Xeros val-
leys of the Pafos forest from 250 -
900 m.
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
