Lays 7 — 11 white eggs with lot of
dense red, brown spots in a nest it makes in tree holes, terraces, walls and other constructions.

Lays 4 — 7 white round eggs, at the end of
a tunnel it makes sometimes reaching 200 cm long and 6 — 7 cm wide.

Feeds on seeds and fruits, lequmes
and cereals. Lays two white eggs in a nest it makes on trees or high bushes.
