It is an exclusively vegetarian
species. It is strictly protected by law.

Hemiechinus auritus dorotheae - Long-eared Hedgehog
It is an endemic subspecies and it can be found almost in every part of the island.  It breeds 5 - 7 young, of which only a small
percentage can survive, because of food scarcity during the young age.  It feeds exclusively on insects so it is very useful for
the biological control of harmful insects for agriculture. During summer, many of them are killed in the roads by cars.

Farmers used to kill this species because it was believed that it was causing
damages to fruits, which is not true because it feeds only on mature and over mature fruits.  Cyprus is the only European
country that this species is found.  It prefers big caves, hollows of rocks and old mines.
