NOCTURNAL BIRDS OF PREY

Nocturnal birds of prey belong to the order of
Strigiformes. In Cyprus they are represented by
five species.

Their body structure, their plumage, their flight
and their extremely sensitive organs enhance their
capabilities for night action. They are birds of
special ecological importance, protected by the
national law and international conventions ratified
by Cyprus.
