A subshrub with hanging or suberect stems up to 60 cm long, with purple-mauve flowers, appearing from May to November. A very rare endemic,
confined to the Akamas peninsula between 50-100m altitude.2

A straggling, much-branched perennial herb or subshrub, with woody
rootstock and erect or lying down stems 8-15 cm long, with bright yel-
low flowers, appearing from March to April. It is endemic to Cyprus and
it occurs in the Akamas peninsula and near Agia Varvara Village in
Paphos District.
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
