1. ¡atrix natrix cypriaca – Grass snake
Length: Rarely exceeds 1 meter. 
Habitat: It is mainly aquatic and prefers moist areas around streams and dams. 
Feeding: Mainly frogs and sometimes fish.
It is not poisonous and it is harmless to humans. It is an endemic subspecies to Cyprus
with a very small population in a few places.

2. Heirophis cypriensis – Cyprus Whip snake
Length: About 115 cm. 
Habitat: Found in shaded and scrub-covered places.
Feeding: Lizards, frogs, snakes and insects 
It is endemic to Cyprus, not poisonous and harmless to humans. It can be found in
Troodos and also Pafos forests.

3. Dolichophis jugularis - Large Whip snake
Length: About 3 meters, considered as the largest snake in Europe. 
Habitat: Open pasture, with groups of trees and bushes. 
Feeding: Small mammals, birds, lizards and even snakes.
It is not poisonous but very useful for humans.

4. Coluber nummifer - Coin snake
Habitat: It has a range of habitats including forested and urban areas.
Feeding: Small mammals and lizards. 
It is not poisonous and it is harmless to humans.

5. Typhlops vermicularis - Worm snake
Length: Up to 35 cm. 
Habitat: It spends the greater part of the day hidden away under stones or more often
in deep underground burrows, which it excavates itself. 
Feeding: Almost entirely on ant pupae. 
It is not poisonous and it is harmless to humans.

6. Telescopus fallax cyprianus – Cat snake 
Length: About 1 meter.
Habitat: Warm, dry stony places.
Feeding: Almost entirely on small lizards.
It is poisonous but not dangerous to humans.

7. Malpolon monspessulanus – Montpellier snake
Length: About 2 meters. 
Habitat: Dry, stony places inhabited by large number of lizards. 
Feeding: Mainly on lizards, other snakes and rodents. 
It is a poisonous but not extremely dangerous for humans. 

8. Macrovipera lebetina – Blunt-nosed viper
Length: Up to 2 meters.
Habitat: Stony hillsides, among shrubs and on dry infertile ground. 
Feeding: Mainly on rodents and birds. 
It is poisonous and its bite is extremely dangerous for humans.
