1. Chukar (Alectoris chukar)

A permanent resident of Cyprus. It can be found in almost every part of the island. It feeds on seeds, grass, fruit as well as insects. It lays
8-15 eggs and incubation lasts around 24 days undertaken by the female. Game species.

2. Tpuyowi (Streptopelia turtur)

2. Turtle Dove (Streptopelia turtur)

A migratory species which is frequently found in forested and other open country as well as parks. It feeds on seeds. It lays 2 white eggs
in a nest that it makes on trees or high bushes. Incubation lasts 13-14 days. Game species.

3. Hoopoe (Upupa epops)

A migratory species visiting Cyprus during spring and autumn, but some pairs stay here to breed. This bird’s main characteristic is the
crest on its head which opens like a fan at will. Frequently found in open areas with large trees, forested areas, parks, vineyards etc.

Feeds on insects and sometimes on small lizards. It lays 5-7 eggs in tree holes, cavities formed in piles of stones, artificial terraces and
walls or roofs of houses. Protected species.

4. Cyprus Wheatear (Oenanthe cypriaca)

A migrating species considered as endemic because it breeds only in Cyprus and nowhere else in the world. Prefers open undulating
terrain but also forested as well as built-up areas at a very wide range of altitudes. It feeds entirely on insects. It nests in holes of walls,
terraces, road edges etc. Makes a cup-shaped nest where it lays 4-5 light blue eggs. Incubation lasts 13-14 days and is basically
undertaken by the female. Protected species.

5. Blue Rock Thrush (Monticola solitarius)

A local resident of Cyprus but is observed during migrations too especially in spring. It nests in Pentadaktylos and Troodos mountain
ranges. Frequently found in rocky faces, mainly in mountainous areas as well as in ruins. It feeds mainly on insects, worms and seasonal
fruit. Nests in holes between rocks and walls. It lays 4-5 light blue eggs, which the female incubates for 15 days. Protected species.

6. Tpummopaoing (Sylvia melanothorax)

6. Cyprus Warbler (Sylvia melanothorax)

A common endemic species of Cyprus. Mainly found in low scrub and orchards both near the sea as well as in low elevations inland. It is
illustrated on the 10 pounds note. It makes a cup-shaped nest with fine grasses and lays 3-5 cream colored eggs with lots of dark brown
slashes. Incubation lasts 13-14 days and is undertaken by the female. Protected species.

7. AevdpoBarng (Certhia brachydactyla dorotheae)

7. Short-Toed Tree Creeper (Certhia brachydactyla dorotheae)

A permanent resident in Cyprus seen regularly at Troodos and Pafos forest areas. Feeds mainly on insects. It nests in tree holes or on
trunks where the bark has created hollows and sometimes in wall holes. It lays 6-7 white eggs with red spots. Incubation lasts 13-15 days
and is undertaken by the female. Protected species.

8. Crossbill (Loxia curvirostra guillemardi)

A permanent resident found in the highest areas of Troodos. Frequently found in coniferous forests and feeds mainly on coniferous tree
seeds. Breeding period depends on the maturity of the seeds in the area where it lives; therefore, it may breed from January to April. It
lays 3-4 brown-green eggs with dark spots. Incubation lasts 14-16 days and is undertaken by the female. Protected species.
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
